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Did you know that approximately 55% of dogs in the United States are classified as obese? That
statistic is surprisingly high. Canine obesity poses significant health risks, including inflammation,
heart disease, cancer, kidney disease, liver disease, diabetes, breathing difficulties, and arthritis,
ultimately leading to a shortened lifespan.

| used to believe that feeding my dogs more was an act of love, mistakenly thinking that it would
benefit them. However, | learned the hard way after losing my agility dog recently to heart disease
linked to obesity. The key to combating this issue lies in adopting a proper diet and regular exercise
regimen.

A recent study from Cornell University (Wallis, N.J. et al. canine genome-wide association study)
revealed a genetic predisposition to obesity in dogs that parallels similar tendencies in humans. The
gene involved, known as DENND1B, influences energy homeostasis through specific receptors,
affecting metabolic rates. With this discovery, researchers are hopeful that future weight management
treatments could be developed for both animals and humans.

In the meantime, it's crucial to maintain your dog's health through balanced nutrition and consistent
exercise. Some dogs will need less food than others. Feed your dogs separately so you can adjust the
amount individually. Keep a close eye on their weight to ensure they lead a long and healthy life.
